NATIONAL IDENTITY CARD IS VERY MANDATORY
FOR APPLYING "ASWESUMA".

As the first phase of a social safety net created
on a free and fair basis, all beneficiaries currently
benefiting from the Aswesum welfare benefit
payment will be required to use a National
Identity Card to receive payments through bank
accounts from January.

At present, all the beneficiaries who have not
received the National Identity Card have been
given an opportunity to go to their respective
Divisional Secretariat and get the National
Identity Card within two weeks under the
priority scheme for "Aswesuma" beneficiaries.

This year, the Welfare Benefits Council has
decided to make the National Identity Card
mandatory when registering new applicants
with the Social Security Information System.

Therefore. Those who are waiting
to apply for a new application
should hurry up and apply
for the National Identity Card.
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
